Extract from the proclamation of FIA Alternative Energies Cup 2008
1.1 The FIA will organise the 2008 Alternative Energies Cup (the Cup) for holders of an international licence, taking part in the qualifying Events: Circuits, Hill Climbs and Rallies. 

1.2 There will be an overall winner of the Cup. 

1.3 Α Trophy/Cup shall be awarded tο the winning driver in each Category of vehicles. 

1.4 One Cup for Manufacturers shall also be awarded for vehicles of Categories III and IIIA. 

1.5 One Trophy shall be awarded tο the "Research Group" (RG) winner, the holder of an FIA “RESEARCH GROUP LICENCE” 

2. Eligible vehicles 
Category Ι: Solar powered vehicles and “Olympia Class” 
……………
Category VII: Hybrid electrical vehicles
3. Events: Rallies - Minimum distance: 150 km. 4 special stages of a total minimum distance of 15 km. lasting a minimum of 2 days. Special Stages (acceleration tests, slaloms, hill-climbs, sprints) must be run οn closed roads. All distances will be calculated tο allow all vehicles tο demonstrate their performance during the Special Stages. 

4. Classification: Αt the end οf each qualifying Εvent, the following classifications will be established: 

- General classifications for Category I (classification for category I and classification for ‘Olympia Class”) and for Category IIIA  

For each of the above-mentioned classifications, points will be allocated as follows: 

1st place: 10 points 

2nd place: 8 points 

3rd place: 6 points 

4th place: 5 points 

5th place: 4 points 

6th place: 3 points 

7th place: 2 points 

8th place: 1 point 

There will be a coefficient of 2 for Rallies of over 500 km in which there are more than 40 km of Special Stages
 For the final classificatIons of the Cup, only the best results up to a maximum of 50% (rounded up) plus one, of the Events organised for each Category of vehicles, will be taken into account. 

Dead Heat: 

a) Drivers 

The rule for deciding between drivers who have scored exactly the same points total shall be: 

- according to the greater number of first places, then second places, then third places, etc., achieved in the classifications of the Events which have served to make up their points total 

- according to the greater number of highest places achieved in the classifications of all the Events in which each of the drivers with the same points score has taken part; 

- in the event of a further tie, the FIA Itself will decide the winner, on the basis of whatever other considerations it thinks fit. 

b) Manufacturers 

The rule for deciding between makes which have scored exactly the same points total shall be as follows: 

- according to the greater number of highest places achieved in the number of Events having served to make up the points total for each make or manufacturer, taking into account only one place per rally for each make or manufacturer; 

- according to the greater number of highest places achieved in all the Events in which the tied makes or manufacturers have taken part, taking into account only one place per rally for each make or manufacturer; 

- according to the greater number of higher places achieved in all the Events in which the tied makes or manufacturers have taken part; if a make or manufacturer has achieved more than one place in the same Event, points for these places will be added together; 

- in the event of a further tie, the FIA Itself will decide the winner, on the basis of whatever other considerations it thinks fit
5. FIA Awards 

The FIA awards will be allocated to the drivers who have taken part in a minimum of two events in the FIA Alternative Energies Cup (this is applicable for each category except Categories Ι and ΙΙΙΑ) as follows: 

a) Categories Trophies and Cups 

Category Ι: one Trophy for the Research Group winner and one Trophy for the Research Group winner in Olympia Class

Category IIIA: one Trophy for the winner with the higher number of points

b) Manufacturers Cup 
Manufacturers shall comply with requirements stated in article 2.5 (Solar and/or electrically powered series production vehicles (Category III)) of the Technical Regulations for Alternative Energies Vehicles
Category III: ……..
Category ΙΙΙA: 

One Cup to the make with the highest number of points (the same scale of points as that defined above - see point 4). 

For any one make, only the best placed car may score points for the Manufacturers Cup. 

c) FIA Alternative Energies Cup 

The driver, who has obtained the highest number of points, irrespectίνe of Category or class, will receive the Cup, provided he has been classified in at least three Events. If a driver has driven more than one vehicle at the same Event, only his best result in the Event concerned will be retained for the Cup. The driver must be present at the prize-giving ceremony in order to receive the cup.
